
 

The Locator has become one of most popular implant overdenture attachments 

used today.  It can be utilized in root supported overdentures as an attachment 

post or cast coping.  The Locator attachment itself can be laser-welded or drilled 

onto existing bar attachments.  But the most  innovative aspect of the Locator  

attachment is the Abutment design, which can be used with restorations for all 

major implant systems.

Low Vertical Height 

The Locator’s total attachment height is 3.17mm on an    

externally hexed implant, making it the lowest available 

and saving a minimum of 1.68mm of inter-occlusal space 

compared to other implant overdenture attachments.

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Exceptional Durability 

The unique Dual Retention innovation provides the Locator        

attachment with more than four times the retention surface area 

than available with other attachments.  A combination of inside 

and outside retention ensures the longest performance.                

Independent mechanical testing clearly proves the superior wear 

resistance of the Locator attachment. 

Angle Correction 

The Male Inserts allow for a divergence of 10° to 20° for a single implant and up to40°         

between implants.  The male insert pivots in its permanent metal housing for a genuine  

  resilient connection of the prosthesis.  The retentive nylon male  

  remains in static contact with the female socket while its metal  

  cap has a full range of rotational movement over the male, but  

  does not result in any loss of retention. 

Self-Aligning Feature 

Most dental attachments on the market today require a   

precise path of insertion for the proper seating of the         

patients overdenture.  However, the Locator attachment 

features a denture component with a skirt that easily locates      

the mating implant abutment.  This self-aligning ability aids the patient in seating their 

prosthesis in a similar manner as a guide plane for a removable partial denture.
